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The TOM ROBERTS portrait titled Lily Sterling  c.1890 
copy is from an original painted in Australia, the image 
resonates with the sense of the possibilities and confidence 
that period afforded Roberts. It is a lively, confident portrait 
of a young girl, so it is in parallel with Goda the girl in the 
Roberts portrait in the Dorset County Museum which Gwen 
Yarker will be talking about on 4th February. Roberts was a 
fine portrait painter and painted particularly attractive and 
sensitive images of women and children. 

This is oil on canvas, 85.5cm x 65.5cm, the original is in 
the National Gallery Victoria. This picture was framed 
and stretched by Frank Herring Picture Framers of 
Dorchester. The unnamed artist who copied it was 
commissioned in Australia, and was from a young artist 
co-operative. Richard Thorogood. 
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The TOM ROBERTS  landscape copy of Wint er 
England  c.1920,  oil on canvas, mounted on board, 
framed under glass, 48cm x 38.8cm.  The original is in a 
private collection in Melbourne. The copy was executed 
by a young Australian Artist in 2005. 

This is more elegaic and introspective reflecting those 
experiences in Robert’s own life, both in the title and 
subject. As it is a Dorset subject it will particularly appeal 
to our audience in Dorchester.  Gwen Yarker 

The artist has brilliantly captured the play of light and 
shade that is so characteristic of Roberts’ work in this 
copy of an early Winter landscape, that anticipates his 
later landscape paintings of the Australian outback.  Dr 
Tim Hunter.
